1. Joe Bryan, chairperson, opened the meeting at 11:30 a.m.
2. Self introductions were made by all present.
3. The minutes of the January meeting in Washington, DC were read and approved.

4. Elaine King, TRB staff, asked the committee to consider nominations for new committee members.  She reviewed the nomination and appointment procedures, noting that reviews for potential conflicts of interest will be more stringent than in the past.
5. TRB topics:

a. The TRB News will be focusing on freight in 2006.  Topics will include labor markets, trucking, capacity, etc.

b. The TRB Annual Meeting will focus on “2025.”

c. Mark Muriello will co-chair the new Congestion and Pricing Committee.
6. Joe Bryan led a discussion about issues and themes for the TRB 2005 Annual Meeting.  The possibility of 4-6 mega sessions—structured around capacity and supply chain issues—was discussed.  Five topic area were identified for further development and discussion:
a. Bottlenecks, and Corridor Congestion

b. Supply Chains Trends, and Distribution Center Relocation

c. Pricing, and Traffic Information/Traffic Management

d. Capital Investment in Freight Systems

e. Carrier Operations, and Routing and Dispatching
