3. TRB overarching issues

King provided a review of deadlines for the Annual meeting

Topics for freight day list for annual meeting needs to be submitted ASAP

Paper submissions –  2 split deadlines this year (July 27 – pdf conversion by TRB, August 1 – self conversion by the authors)

October 1 – session detail deadline (speakers, papers, etc.)

4. Review of Session planning for 2007 Annual Meeting (following joint meeting of freight committees on 7/7)

Freight chairs meeting agreed on this year’s “freight day” topic to be “partnerships to affect freight movement”. 

Following topics were suggested as possible session topics: 

· Impact of land use decision on freight efficiency, 

· Lack of coordination between MPO and State on freight planning

· Data needs for MPOs for freight planning

· Institutional collaboration - Motivations for agencies to collaborate. 

· Different types of partnerships (PPP) 

· Involving the public. Best practices?

· International experiences for urban freight delivery - selected papers from the City Logistics conference in Greece

· Using pricing to affect technology adoption

· Climate Change study on Gulf coast

· UPS's right-turn only experiment

· Walmart program to reduce 25% reduction in fuel usage. How it was achieved 

· Curve-side management

· Congestion pricing (zone based) and how they treat trucks

· Impact of urban bottlenecks, local and network effect

· Economic Development committee (ADD10) proposed joint session on econ dev. and global competitiveness of freight that can highlight various links, e.g. foreign trade angle, operations/efficiency, etc.

· Effect on location choice - Some studies involved location decisions, and other aspects. The impact probably goes beyond the scope of computer models. It is important to highlight the broadness of the scope. Sprawl of freight terminals is existing cases, but how about other facilities? Dell Center in Texas can be a good example.  Some stories on the terminal location decisions. No study. New theme can be “Freight votes with feet”

5. Research topics and agenda: David Kriger

Kriger and Bryan have been working to come up with list of topics. FCRP has developed a list, but they are not particularly reflective of the TRB committee lists. There is an opportunity in October in TRB’s sponsored workshop. TRB committees will present at least 2 form this committee the proposals in that workshop to the universities. 

Poole has completed a write-up of research topics. Poole pointed out Zoning regulation, BESTUFFS, managed pick-up and delivery services, freight data collection (what is needed rather then what is being done). 

There is a good shot at getting funding for synthesis project of BESTUFFS to the US audience.  

Core freight systems. Budget situation is requiring agencies to focus on set of core facilities. MPOs need to identify core systems in their area for local delivery and through traffic. Research to explore that topic may be good. 

Bryan proposed to make a list and we will categorize them via conference call by September.
