2. Approval of minutes from January 2006

3. TRB overarching issues

TRB budget shortfall - need to reduce spending

Survey will be send out to committee members regarding where the resource should be allocated (e.g. strengths and weaknesses of TRB.)

4. Session planning: 2007 Annual Meeting

Scheduled for Jan 21 - 25

2007 Summer Meeting will be in July in Chicago. Date TBD.

Theme for the annual meeting ("Transportation Institutions, Finance and Workforce: Meeting the Needs of the 21st Century") was described by Bryan

Topics for the 5-part mega-sessions being planned were described by Bryan

1. Freight institutions (Private sector vs. public sector)

2. Financing: who pays?  who cares?

3. Who pays cost of congestion?

4. Workforce issues

5. National freight policy

Traditionally, AT025 used part of session allowance to sponsor a mega-session.

Bryan suggested that committee sponsor a session on case studies of congestion mitigation (Possible title: Urban Freight Response to Congestion) 


Sub-context: 

Linking land use planning and freight planning

Private sector aspects

USDOT report- urban partnership agreement - toll, BRT bus, telecommuting fex commute, capacity improvements - Still need to be flushed out by urban area agencies and DOTs

E.g. Los Angeles County sponsored Goods Movement Action Plan

Caltrans Goods Movement Action Plan - statewide almost done

General agreement was obtained for sponsoring these two sessions

5. Research topics and agenda

NCFRP - King and McCready gave the background and update

Memorandum of understanding has been signed between USDOT and TRB.

TRB will create the oversight committee - members will be chosen by NRC 

Meanwhile, the TRB committees can work on flushing out research ideas. Key is multimodal studies. Stay away from single-mode studies.

For each project, a panel will be appointed (as in NCHRP)

Budget was reduced form $3.75 mill to $2.75 mill per year. After accounting for the staff expenses, approximately $2 mil a year will be available for research funding. However, there is a possibility that the budget will be returned to $3.75 mill. for the second year on.

AT025 can develop research problem statements 

King pointed out that the development and submission of research statements is an on-going process. Electronic system will be set up for problem statements so that members can submit anytime, but committees are responsible for the maintenance of the list.

At this time, solicitation has been sent to stakeholders (associations), but not to committees

Once oversight committee is set up, solicitation process will be more clearly defined

McCready pointed out the there are more funding opportunities other than NFRCP (e.g. NCHRP)

Bryan - Minutes from 06 ann. mtg. can serve as the starting point. System perspective is crucial. 

The committee needs to appoint a research manager to spearhead research development process, but there was no volunteer among those present.
